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Admit You Sell Coins As An
Investment

Many members have told
me over the years that
they never use “the T
word” when selling coins.
They think that by avoid-
ing referring to the coins
they sell as investments
they can avoid the poten-
tial legal problems that

come with investment
sales. In this age of con-
sumer regulations and

aggressive plaintiff’s attor-
neys, that’s wishful think-
ing. Worse yet, by pre-
tending they aren’t offer-
ing coins as investments,
dealers fail to take certain
simple precautions that
would protect against
many of the problems
they’re afraid of. In other
words, by ignoring the
ferocious tiger in the
room, they might increase
their chances of becoming
lunch.

Let’s face facts. The FTC
defines an “investment
opportunity” as “anything,
tangible or intangible, that
is offered, offered for sale,
sold, or traded based
wholly or in part on repre-
sentations, either express

or implied, about past,
present, or future income,
profit, or appreciation.”
This means that if your
sales literature or oral
presentations say anything
about the past, present or
future value of a coin

(“wholly or in part”,
“express or implied”,
“appreciation”), compare

its rarity to other coins to
support the price you're
charging, or imply in any
way that the coin is a
“good deal”, the FTC
thinks you are selling an
investment. State regula-
tors are even more blunt —
California basically makes
any sale of coins over the
telephone an “investment
opportunity”.  And con-
sumer protection statutes
as well as well-defined
common law principles
come into play whenever
you sell something expen-
sive to someone who ex-
pects it to be worth more
in the future.

You can’t wish away all
this. However, you can
admit that you need to
protect yourself against
liability under all these
laws and regulations, and

then get to it. Simple
things like taking another
look at your brochures and
sales scripts for possible
deceptive or misleading
statements, keeping copies
of documents substantiat-
ing what you say about a
coin’s past performance,
and inserting strong dis-
claimers and other lan-
guage in the right places
on your invoices and web-
site. Be proactive. When
someone comes to me with
a potential customer issue,
the first thing I do is look
at everything that cus-
tomer saw before (and
sometimes after) the pur-
chase. It doesn’t take long
to determine whether the
dealer has real liability or
just a “cost of defense”
situation.

Coins can be a great in-
vestment if your custom-
ers buy them correctly.
You can also market them
that way, provided you do
it correctly. But admit you
may have an “investment”
problem and then solve it.
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Know Before You Go

If you are attending the ANA’s Na-
tional Money Show™ March 25 — 27,
2010 in Fort Worth, TX please allow
me to share information on what you
can expect from Cowtown.

Residents
and travelers
alike enjoy
Fort Worth's
top-ranked
museums,
which have
earned the
city the title
"Museum
Capital of the
Southwest."
Add to this the prestigious Van Cli-
burn Piano Competition and the
stunning Bass Performance Hall, and
it's clear why Fort Worth's devotion

to the arts has earned even Dallas'
grudging respect.

Even though it has its share of high-
tech businesses and contemporary
culture, Fort Worth keeps one boot
in its frontier past. The restored
historic stockyards—once the
world's largest—remind visitors of
the city's authentic cowboy heritage.
Fort Worth blends the Old West
with contemporary sophistication.
Visits to the Stockyards National
Historic District, National Cowgirl
Museum and Hall of Fame and Cat-
tle Raisers' Museum will give you a
comprehensive view of western and
cowboy culture. If you prefer to
seek culture within the walls of mu-
seums or galleries, Fort Worth has
plenty to choose from. The Modern
Art Museum of Fort Worth and the
Kimbell and Amon Carter museums
are highly respected.

Fort Worth is generally considered
safe for a city its size. Some areas
may not be as secure, particularly at
night, including southeast Fort
Worth, the Near South Side, just
outside downtown, and the area
north of the Stockyards National
His-
toric
Dis-

Stockyards tourist area and
the downtown Sundance
Square area are considered
safe, even after dark.

Use common sense and be aware of
your surroundings. Ask your hotel's
concierge, or at the front desk, for
advisories concerning any areas you
wish to visit.

If you come early, or can find some
spare time away from the Bourse
Room, below are some must see
venues just a short distance from
the Fort Worth Convention Center:

Stockyards National Historic
District

This historic area encompasses 125
acres/50 hectares of cattle pens and
refurbished buildings once used
during Fort Worth's cattle-boom
era. Much of the original complex
remains, and you'll still occasionally
see horses tied to the hitching posts
that line Exchange Avenue. You'll
also catch glimpses of the Fort
Worth Police Department's
Mounted Patrol and, on weekends,
a live longhorn steer that poses for
photos. The 10-block district is
crammed with galleries, restau-
rants, saloons and western shops.
The Texas Cowboy Hall of Fame
showcases history's top cowboys
and cowgirls. Visitors can also get a
taste of the past when a herd of leg-
endary longhorns—descendants of
cattle Christopher Columbus
brought over from Spain—is driven
through each day at 11:30 am and 4
pm, weather permitting. Horseback
and carriage rides are available.
Guided walking tours Monday-
Saturday at 10 am, noon, 2 and 4
pm; Sunday at noon, 2 and 4 pm.
The visitors center is at 130 E. Ex-
change Ave. (off Main Street, north
of downtown), Fort Worth. Phone
